Delhi's air quality plunged
into the poor category on
Monday after late-night burst-
ing of crackers even as a polit-
ical slugfest erupted over the
issue with the AAP and the
BJP blaming each other for it.

Squandering the relief due
torain, Delhirecorded a jump
in pollution levels and a
smoky haze returned on Mon-
day morning after residents
flouted the ban on
firecrackers on Diwali night.

Delhi recorded its best air
quality on Diwali day in eight
years on Sunday, with its 24-
hour average Air Quality In-
dex (AQI) settling at 218 at 4
pm but the relief was short-
lived as the AQI on Monday
was recorded at 358 (very
poor). Delhi recorded an AQI
of 312 on Diwali last year, 382
in 2021, 414 in 2020, 337 in 2019,
281 in 2018, 319 in 2017 and 431
in 2016, according to CPCB
data.

air quality monitoring, Delhi
was the most polluted city in
the world on Monday; followed
by Lahore and Karachi in
Pakistan. Mumbai and
Kolkata ranked fifth and sixth
among the most polluted
cities in the world. The con-
centration of fine, lung-dam-
aging particulate matter
PM2.5 and PM10 increased by
45 per cent and 33 per cent re-
spectively on Diwali com-
pared tolast year, according to
an analysis by the Delhi Pollu-

tion Control Committee
(DPCC).

The pollution control body
also said nearly all air quality
monitoring stations in the na-
tional capital recorded an in-
crease in pollution levels on
Diwali day compared to the
previous year. Delhi's 24-hour
average PM10 concentration
on Diwali (Sunday) stood at
430 micrograms per cubic me-
tre. Even as the people of Del-
hi reeled under polluted con-
ditions, politicians traded

barbs over bursting of fire-
crackers on Diwali in the city,
with the Aam Aadmi Party
(AAP) accusing the BJP of en-
couraging people to flout the
Supreme Court ban on crack-
ers. Delhi Environment Min-
ister Gopal Rai alleged that
people associated with the
BJP instigated residents to
burn firecrackers on Diwali,
leading to an overnight in-
crease of more than 100 points
in the national capital's air
quality index. He said the fire-
crackers burnt in Delhi were
sourced from Uttar Pradesh
and Haryana, and that certain
individuals, including police
personnel from these states,
permitted its transportation.

Delhi BJP vice president
Kapil Mishra called Rai's
statement "shameful".

"It's foolish to hold crackers
responsible for air pollution.
A week ago, Delhi's air quality
index was around 400-500.
Post Diwali, it's 296. If crack-
ers caused pollution, then
Gaza would have the highest
level of pollution.”

Even as the toll in the sus-
pected spurious liquor

munanagar district with im-
mediate effect. It may be re-
called that accused Mange
Ram had already been ar-
rested in the case.
Meanwhile, with the death
of Ramesh and Sushil, resi-
dents of village Mandebari
on Sunday, the toll in the
case had jumped to 18. Ac-
cording to police, Ramesh
who was also accused of sell-
ing the spurious liquor, had

consumed the spurious
liquor himself and had been
admitted to a hospital in
Chandigarh.

Also, with the arrest of
two more accused namely
Surinder and Raj Kumar,
residents of village Saran,
the number of the total ar-
rested accused had risen to
12 on Monday.

The police held that they
had unearthed an illegal
liquor manufacturing unit
located in village Dhanaura
in Ambala district and re-
covered boxes of liquor bot-
tles.

Appointment oi Christian
judge in SC hailed

Appointment of a Christian
judge in the Supreme Court
has been hailed by his minor-
ity community. Justice Au-
gustine George Masih hails
from northern Punjab state
and is known for unbiased
judgments.Justice =~ Masih,
who was the chief justice of
the Rajasthan High Court,
was sworn in by India’s Chief
Justice DY Chandrachud at
the Supreme Court on No-
vember 9.

“It is a welcome decision.
Justice Masih is known for
his unbiased judgments,” AC
Michael, national
coordinator of the United
Christian Forum, said on
Monday.

Michael, who is also presi-
dent of the Federation of

Catholic Associations of the
Archdiocese of Delhi, said
that all Indians looking for
justice will benefit from his
appointment.

“It is my conviction that re-
ligion does not matter when it
comes to appointment of a
judge or any constitutional
authority What matters is the
person’s sincerity and in-
tegrity and not his or her
faith,” the Catholic lay leader
added.

Thomas Franklin Caesar, a
lawyer practicing in the
Supreme Court, called it
“good news” as “one of our
own has been appointed at
the highest level of the judici-
ary.” However, the law of the
land is above religion, he
added.

Caesar, who is an advocate
of the rights of Dalits or for-
mer untouchables, said that

Justice Justice Masih was
born on March 12, 1963, in
Ropar, Punjab. He did his ear-
ly schooling at St. Mary's Con-
vent School, Kasauli, and
then completed his schooling
at Saifuddin Tahir High
School, Aligarh, in northern
Uttar Pradesh state. He is a
science graduate and later
studied law at the Aligarh
Muslim University, Uttar
Pradesh.

Justice Masih began as a
lawyer in 1987 in Punjab and
Haryana state and later prac-
ticed in the Supreme Court
for many years. He also held
the post of additional advo-
cate general and was appoint-
ed an additional judge of the
Punjab and Haryana High
Court in July 2008.

He was made chief justice
of Rajasthan High Court on
May 30, 2023.
